We are looking for a volunteer who could take out a 
personal TENS license on behalf of the Benefice. (A  

TEN (Temporary Events Notice) can be used to hold 
one-off licensable events at unlicensed premises 
without the need for a premises licence or the 

presence of a personal licence holder, provided 
certain criteria are met.) 

This would involve completing some documentation, 
attending a course (possibly on April 7th) funded by 

the Benefice and then overseeing the set-up of all 
Benefice events at which TENS licenses are required. 

This could save the Benefice a lot of money in 
individual licenses currently required for each event.
